General Policy

Information

¢ Boulder Book Store will not pay
more than 60% for a consignment.

¢ The basic handling fee for
consignment books is $25.

¢ Boulder Book Store will initially
take 5 copies of the book.

e Boulder Book Store agrees to
display books left here on a
consignment basis for 3 months.

¢ During that period, Boulder Book
Store may contact the consignor to
request additional quantities for
sale, and/or to pay the consignor
for items already sold.

e At the end of the consignment
period, Boulder Book Store will
send any unsold books and any
payment accrued from book sales
to an address that the consignor
provides.

¢ Boulder Book Store will dispose of
books left for more than 6 months
without a valid return address.

¢ Boulder Book Store will only pay
for items that were sold. Damaged
or stolen items are the sole
financial responsibility of the
consignor.
